RIBBED BABY BLANKET CROCHET PATTERN 

This week in the Crochet Along for a Cause, we’re completing a 

matching set with the Ribbed Baby Blanket Crochet Pattern! De-

signed to go with the Ribbed Baby Beanie, this blanket uses the 

same front post and back post double crochet stitches to create a 

soft, stretchy ribbed texture that’s both cozy and classic. 

The ribbing makes this blanket extra squishy while still simple enough 

for beginners to enjoy. It’s worked as a solid rectangle, making it 

easy to adjust the size if you’d like to make it larger or smaller.

Materials 

600g worsted weight yarn in 3 colors (200g each color) 

H/5.0 mm hook 

yarn needle 

scissors

Pattern notes & Stitches to Know 

ch - chain 

sc - single crochet 

dc - double crochet 

fpdc - front post double crochet 

bpdc - back post double crochet 

• Written in US terms 

• ch 1 does not count as sc 

• This blanket is made as a rectangle. To change the width, add or 

take out chains. Must be an odd number. To change to length, add 

or take out rows. 

• Alternate colors each row. Do not fasten off each color. Carry each 

color along the side. (this only works if using 3 colors) 

Approx Finished size  -  

20” x 24”

RIBBED BABY BLANKET CROCHET PATTERN 

ch 97 

Row 1: dc in 3rd ch from the hook and across (95 dc) 

The width of the blanket will shrink after the ribbing rows. 

Row 2: ch 1, turn, sc in first stitch, fpdc in next, *bpdc in next, fpdc in 

next* repeat from * to * across to last stitch, sc in last stitch (95) 

Row 3: ch 1, turn, sc in first stitch, bpdc in next, *fpdc in next, bpdc in 

next* repeat from * to * across to last stitch, sc in last stitch (95) 

Repeat rows 2 & 3 to Row 72 

Fasten off. 

Weave in the ends. 
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And you’re done! I hope you love this blanket. Please share a pic of
